1. Representativ-s of the Communications Research Coumittee, the
London Signal Intelligence Board and the United States Communications
Intelligence Board met in Washingto? during the period 10 November 1952
to 1 November 1952, to discuss and prepare a detalled agreement re-
garding Communications Intelligence arrangements for the Supreme Allied
Commander, Atlantic. The conference, additiocnally, discussed and agreed
upon arrangements for the exchange and dissemination within SACLANT' s
Command of Communications Intelligence beyond the scope of Third Party
eollaboration.
