opportunity to illustrate his talks with the various materials he speaks of 
1n para 3; moreover additional. props could be incorporated. The dif'f'erence 
between a taped talk with lantern slides and a f'llmed presentation by" 
.Mr. ~iedman would certainl.y be worth the extra cost.
